There is no such thing as “two realities.” – Often we believe that there is the worldly reality and a spiritual reality, which always contradicts each other.  Such a separation is a human invention, not created by God.  It is of a selfish perspective when we make decisions that conform to the human worldly desire, which is in contrast to the divine desire.  One example of this is what I recently observed in the presence of the exposed Blessed Sacrament in the monstrance. During this time two people got up and began speaking with someone in the Church.  Their backs were facing the exposed Eucharist and they were chatting with the person who was trying to pray.  This action uncovered the desire to take what is real and separate it into two realities, which we cannot do because there is no such thing as two realities.  When the Eucharist is exposed in the monstrance, our entire attention is not to be focused on oneself, but to be focused purely on God; thus no other actions should be carried out in the Church during that time, regardless of what we “personally feel is okay to do.”  Man does not define reality; we are only to participate in reality.  Thus there exists the necessity to always read Scripture which is where you will find what the true and objective reality certainly is.  – Fr.
